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The Man Who Saved Christmas

Alfred Carlton Gilbert was possibly the most talented man of
the 20th Century. Born in Oregon in 1884, He tied for gold
with fellow American Edward Cook at the 1908 Summer
Olympics in London for pole vaulting. That same year he
married Mary Thompson, whom he had met at Pacific
University. He graduated from Yale Medical School the
following year. He performed as a magician to support his family. Rather
than practice medicine, he co-founded Mysto Corporation in Connecticut to
build and sell magic kits. With a $5,000 loan, he started building Erector
Sets on his own in 1913; 30 million of them would sell in his lifetime.

His inspiration came from watching steel girders
being erected to electrify the New York, New Haven
& Hartford Railroad. He believed that creative toys
could replicate skyscrapers, trains, bridges, cars and
a host of things that fascinated young people. Others
had attempted to do that, but Dr. Gilbert used
realistic steel pieces for kids to safely build enormous models.

Thanks to an aggressive ad campaign started at the 1913 New York Toy
Fair, the Erector Set became the most popular educational toy in history.
Gilbert became a millionaire.

His determination to build Erector Sets along with munitions during the
Great War won him the title "The Man Who Saved Christmas" in 1918. In
early 1918, the Council of National Defence calls on Gilbert to convert his
factory to the production of war materials. Gilbert is torn between his love of
making toys and his patriotic duty to his country, which is now at war. In the
interim, his brother, Frank gets drafted and Gilbert decides that for now, the
war effort is more important. The factory undergoes a complete transition to
war time production - toys disappear and are replaced by guns, knives,
bullets, gas masks and artillery shells. The government is so pleased with
the results that they convince Gilbert (by now the leading toy producer in
the country) to head a national campaign to skip the Christmas gift giving

season this year...to buy war bonds instead of toys. Alone in the factory one dark
night, he realizes that the children need Christmas, and he needs to make toys.
So he sets off to Washington with a load of toys and convinces Congress that they
should not cancel Christmas after all. By the time of his death in 1961, Dr. Gilbert
held patents on over 150 inventions. Jack Wrather acquired his company in 1964;
it went out of business six years later.

Gilbert's original rival Meccano Company (now Meccano Toys Ltd.) acquired the
rights to the Erector Set after 1962, and still sells them today.

Meccano began back in 1898 in a small Liverpool shop where
Franck Hornby took pleasure inventing a construction game for his
children using screws and nuts. This gave rise to the MECCANO
system in 1901.

Franck Hornby finalized his system and marketed it under the brand
name “Mechanics Made Easy”. The name MECCANO was
registered in 1907.

The first MECCANO factory opened in Liverpool that same year;
that factory was very quickly replaced to meet rising production demands. Two
new factories opened as MECCANO'’s success spread worldwide: one opened in

Berlin in 1912, and the other in Belleville, France in 1920. The Belleville factory
was quickly replaced by one in Bobigny that, by 1951, manufactured more than
500,000 Meccano sets a day! Then, in 1959 a new factory was built in Calais; it
currently remains the main MECCANO manufacturing site.

MECCANO has 87 salaried employees in the world, 76 of which are in France,
mainly in its Calais factory. MECCANO is the only French manufacturer of toys
that are internationally recognized, manufacturing part of its line in France. With
the brand ERECTOR?® for the American market, and MECCANO® for the rest of
the world, the group has a presence in over 50 countries and earns 70% of its
revenue outside of France.
