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We’re back from our wonderings in the USA. We went with another couple
and we each hired our own vans, which were identical except ours was
about two years younger. During our three months touring we covered
9884 miles and used 1100 galls of petrol (the motorhomes only did about
8-10 miles to the gallon!) We ‘camped’ in 20 states and passed through
about another 5. We started out from Los Angeles, which took us nearly a
day to get out of as it covers 4,000 square miles (yes, four thousand square
miles) and consists of 88 cities (suburbs), all joined up and the roads are
between three and four lanes wide, so the traffic is tremendous.

The vans were 25 feet long, 12 feet high and 8 foot 6 inches wide,
automatic (I tried changing gear a few times!) and the hand brake was
operated by your foot and the fuel tank took 55 gallons! It took me about a
week to get to know its foibles and two weeks to get use to the various
peculiarities of driving over there.

Two examples: On coming to a crossroads with stops signs, the first one
there has right of way and you drive on in the order you arrive at the stop
signs (stop signs mean you must stop even if you can see the road is
clear). At a junction controlled by traffic lights, you can turn right on red if
the road is clear. On the whole we found that the American drivers are very
courteous, especially when you wish to cross the road on foot, and more so
out of the big cities.

At the entrance to each town or city, a sign tells you the name of the place
and its population. One ‘town’ called ‘International’ boasted 67 people!

The weather was very hot when we started out and we drove through the
Southern states (we can see why New Mexico and Texas are mainly
desert) but once we started up towards New York , so it cooled down and
driving through the Northern states we encountered snow and blizzard
conditions.

We found the people very friendly and on the campsites they would always
say ‘good morning’ (if it was morning, of course) and stop for a chat. At
Houston the lady campsite owner insisted we use her car to go to the
space centre, rather than one of our motorhomes.

We averaged 250 miles per day (some days it was 120 miles, while the
longest was about 390 miles, but we only did this mileage twice).



We were exceedingly lucky with the weather because about two days after
we left a state some catastrophe would happen. On leaving Texas, large
wooded areas caught fire and 24 states sent firemen to assist (the news
said that there were 2,500 firemen trying to stop the wildfires, but the strong
winds were hampering them). On leaving Alabama, the town of Tuscaloosa
was devastated by a tornado (it was a mile wide with a wind speed
reported as 200mph. 178 people were killed and 990 injured). On leaving
Missouri, the city of Joplin was devastated by a tornado leaving over 300
people dead and 25% of the city flattened. On that day it was reported that
there had been 294 tornados reported. Then some of the states reported
flooding as we left them behind. And so it went on. All in all the USA has
had a really bad year, weather wise. On getting the vans back to Los
Angeles, Jennifer, the Apollo manager said she had been thinking about us
with all the devastation going on. We asked if they had every lost a van due
to the tornados and she said yes they had, but luckily no one was in it when
the tornado struck.

We were very sorry to hear that John Jenkinson had lost his fight with
cancer and our most sincere condolences go to Carol and her family. John
worked hard in the club as he was on the committee and was also a
marshal, ensuring everyone was parked up correctly. He liked the two
Ronnie’s and we did quite a few sketches at the Christmas rallies over the
years. He will be very sadly missed.

We had a lovely welcome at our first rally of the year at Hollesley, which
was Margaret and Brian’s Golden Wedding bash which was well attended.
The Autocruiser girls produced a wonderful spread and decorated the
village hall up for the ‘do’. | wish to thank them all for their hard work in
making it such a special occasion.

And now something to think about.

Motorhome Heating
From Barrie Stockton

Our 2004 Starblazer was fitted with an Eberspéacher Airtronic diesel
powered warm air heater, with which we had been very pleased, suffering
none of the earlier problems with excess noise and maintaining a constant
temperature, except in the cab. Conscious of stories of spiders’ webs in
heaters and other issues of dormant equipment, | ran the heater at least
once a month to make sure that all was well.

When | tried to start the heater in April of last year, it would not ignite and
there was a significant smell of diesel. A visit to a local service centre
brought the shocking news that the unit was severely corroded and it was
condemned as beyond repair. A dilemma: what to do about replacement?
A summer of limited use with a portable fan heater for the cooler evenings
followed while the options were costed and considered:

1 A replacement Eberspécher , the simplest option;

1 A gas/mains blown air unit, mounted in the same place, under the
vehicle, or, more complex, in the locker alongside the Truma water
heater;

1 A Truma Combi heater.

The latter option was chosen, with a Combi 6E being installed. This was
decided because it seemed unwise to fit another external heater and the
option of a blown air heater in the locker promised more noise and less
storage space. The Combi fitted in place of the original Truma water
heater, being only slightly larger. The main problem was the different
external flue; an issue solved by the youngest employee of the fitting
company, by sealing the original flue and fitting another, neater, Combi flue
along-side.

A further bonus of the gas and mains powered Combi, apart from an output
in excess of 6 Kilowatts being available for a rapid warm up, has been the
number of outlets available. With four take-off points from the heater, the
original Eberspacher in-take and outlet are used to heat the lounge area,
another links to the outlets for the kitchen and washroom, while the fourth
has been used to direct warm air around the cab.

The result is a constant temperature maintained on either gas or mains
electric, with very low consumption (a tribute to the Autocruise’s
insulation!). Problems? Just one to date: on our first outing into a cold
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autumn week-end in Cheshire, the heating failed (we had our trusty fan
heater in reserve, but no hot water). The problem, after much head
scratching by the fitters, was in the mains power supply. The mains isolator
switch on the front of the bench seat that had operated the Truma water
heater had been used for the installation, quite logically: the water heater
used a 5 amp fuse, but the new heater required a 10 amp fuse. With a new
fuse all has worked well. A packet of the 10 amp fuses was purchased from
a caravan accessory shop as these are not readily available on the high
street.

An expensive, but satisfactory solution. But remember, if you have an
under-slung Eberspacher, not only test it regularly but get underneath and
examine the unit from time to time as it has a hard life exposed to the
elements and in our case not far behind the front wheel.
